Please indicate if multiple students are
submitting jointly.

Only one submission per student as first author is allowed.

Poster Submission and

Presentation
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Submission Deadline: 10 October 2025

Participants must submit:
       a. A final academic poster.
       b. A written abstract (maximum 250 words).

All eligible submissions will be automatically
accepted for the conference and displayed
virtually, even if students cannot attend in
person.

Attendance at the conference is not
required, and there will be no live poster
presentations.

By submitting, students agree to have their
poster included in the conference
programme, displayed at the conference,
and the top 10 poster will be featured on the
conference website.

The winners will be announced during the
conference.

Student poster submissions do not require
conference registration fees if students are
not attending the Conference in person.

Requirements

Poster must be A1 size: 59.4 x 84.1 cm (23.4 x 33.1 in).

Minimum font size: 18 pt.

Poster must be one page only (larger posters will not be
eligible).

Can be created using any program (e.g., MS PowerPoint,
Canva).

Must include:
1.Title
2.Author(s) and affiliation(s)
3.Background Information & Objectives
4.Methods
5.Results/Expected Outcomes (tables, graphs, charts)
6.Conclusions
7.Key references
